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FOREWORD

BEER IS MORE.

More than what is poured into a glass. As an agri-food product,
beer is rooted in European soil - in the barley and hops grown
by local farmers - and it is brewing that transforms these raw
materials into the drink that reaches the café, restaurant or
home where people gather. This journey connects agriculture,
manufacturing, tourism and hospitality, sustaining livelihoods
across the continent and linking rural producers to some of
Europe’s most vibrant social and economic spaces: friends
reconnecting after work, families marking milestones, visitors
discovering destinations through cafés and restaurants, sports
fans supporting their teams, and communities coming alive at
local festivals.

Beer also reflects the broader mood of society. When confidence is strong, people dine out,
travel, celebrate and invest in shared experiences. When uncertainty grows, consumers become
more selective. Hospitality feels the change first, and brewers soon after.

The findings in this year's European Beer Trends report, covering developments in 2025, reflect
a reality familiar across much of the continent. While inflation has eased in many markets,
households and businesses continue to face pressures that affect spending and investment.
Across the EU, beer consumption declined by 3.2% between 2024 and 2025 and is down 9.2%
compared with 2019. Production followed a similar trend, falling by 2.9% year on year and by
8.6% since 2019. These figures reflect a challenging operating environment.

Yet they tell only part of the story.

Behind these headlines numbers is a sector that continues to adapt to changing economic
conditions and consumer preferences. Approximately 10,000 breweries - from family businesses
to multinational producers - operate across Europe, supported by a value chain that stretches
from farm to glass. Together, they support around 2 million direct and indirect jobs and generate
approximately €52 billion in annual value added. Beer's character as an agri-food product places
brewing at the intersection of farming, manufacturing, tourism and hospitality: an engine of local
prosperity and a connector of communities.

While brewers face rising costs, shifting demand and ongoing uncertainty, they continue to
invest in their businesses, their people and the communities they serve. The sector ability to
evolve while remaining rooted in tradition remains one of its defining strengths.

Beer has always travelled. Brewing traditions, ingredients and expertise have crossed borders
for centuries. Today, the Single Market allows consumers to discover beers from across the
continent while helping brewers reach new audiences. It also supports tourism, with breweries,
festivals and hospitality venues attracting visitors to cities, towns and rural communities.
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The resilience of the sector is visible in its evolution. Nowhere more so than in the growth of no-
alcohol beer, now one of the market's most dynamic segments. Across the EU, no-alcohol beer
volumes grew by 5.87% between 2024 and 2025 and by 38.3% since 2020. No-alcohol beer now
accounts for 8.2% of the EU beer market, equivalent to one in every 12 beers consumed. This
growth reflects both changing consumer preferences and the sector’s capacity to innovate while
preserving the quality and heritage that define European brewing.

Brewers are also investing in their future and Europe’s. Progress on energy efficiency, circularity
and decarbonisation is real and ongoing. The Brewers of Europe is firmly aligned with the
European Commission’s triple win agenda — climate action, circularity and competitiveness —
and brewers seek not exemption from ambition, but recognition as partners in delivering it.

To continue delivering these benefits, Europe’s brewing sector needs a stable, supportive and
predictable business environment. Investment in sustainability, innovation, circular packaging
systems and agricultural resilience depends on long-term policy certainty.

This is ultimately a story of people: farmers, brewers, hospitality workers and consumers whose
choices help shape local economies and communities across Europe. Europe’s brewing sector
is living, adaptive and forward looking. Its strength lies in its diversity. Together, brewers form a
sector that mirrors Europe itself: resilient, interconnected and constantly evolving.

As you read this report, look beyond the figures. They describe a sector operating in a demanding
environment, but also one defined by resilience, creativity and reinvention. The opportunity
ahead is clear. By recognising beer as an agri-food product, a cultural contributor, a driver of
tourism and hospitality, and an engine of local prosperity, Europe can ensure its brewing sector
continues to support jobs, strengthen communities and bring people together.

Supporting Europe’s brewing sector is a strategic investment in Europe’s future: sustainable
agriculture, vibrant hospitality, thriving local economies, innovation, competitiveness and the
communities that connect them.

Even in uncertainty, beer remains a constant thread in Europe’s shared story, connecting people,
places and moments that matter.

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GLOSSARY

BEER:
Beer definitions differ from country to country. Please note that the inclusion or not of
non-alcohol beer may vary amongst countries

BEER PRODUCTION:
Beer produced within a given country.

BEER CONSUMPTION:
Beer consumed within a given country.

BEER CONSUMPTION PER CAPITA:
Consumption per head in a given country.

BREWERY:
A plant or an establishment for beer production.

BREWING COMPANY:

A company which produces and / or sells beer, operating one or more breweries. These
companies may also be involved in activities other than brewing beer, such as the
production of soft drinks and bottled mineral water.

DIRECT EMPLOYMENT:
Employment directly by the brewing companies.

EXCISE DUTY REVENUE RELATED TO BEER:
Government revenues generated from excise duties on the sale of beer.

EXPORT EXTRA-EU:

Extra-EU exports of goods are goods which leave the territory of the European Union
for a third country after being placed under the customs procedure for exports (for
definitive export) or outward processing (goods for working, further processing) or
repair or following inward processing.

EXPORT INTRA-EU:

Intra-EU exports of goods are goods which leave a Member State of the EU for another
Member State for definitive export, outward processing or repair or following inward
processing.

HECTOLITRE (HL):
A hectolitre is a metric unit of volume or capacity where one hectolitre equals 100 litres.
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IMPORT EXTRA-EU:

Extra-EU imports of goods are goods which enter the territory of the European Union
from a third country and are placed under the customs procedure for free circulation
within the EU (as a general rule goods intended for consumption), inward processing
or processing under customs control (goods for working, processing or repair)
immediately or after bonded warehousing.

IMPORT INTRA-EU:

Intra-EU imports of goods are goods which enter a Member State of the EU from
another Member State for definitive import (as a general rule goods intended for
consumption), inward processing or processing under customs control (goods for
working, processing or repair) immediately or after bonded warehousing.

MICROBREWERY:
A brewery with yearly production up to 1,000 hectolitres.

OFF-TRADE SECTOR:
Beer sales through wholesale and retail (shops, supermarkets and other outlets).

ON-TRADE SECTOR:
Beer sales through (licensed) pubs, clubs, bars, restaurants, etc., also called the
hospitality sector.

The data for the 2026 edition were mainly collated via the national brewers'
associations through surveys by The Brewers of Europe.

With the received data the corresponding tables and charts have been prepared

and verified with the interlocutors from different countries. Therefore, unless
indicated otherwise in this or previous editions, all data comes from national brewers
associations.
